Difference in behaviour of Unicity
when dragging objects in Navigator / performing connect-actions in Explorer

In this example, we are using Hopex V1R3 (cp8) and a standard environment and newly created repository.

In the example below, we created “Use Case-1” and “Package-1”
We created a “Class Diagram” on “Use Case-1”.
Then we dispatched.
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Action : We want to change the “Described-Element” of the “Class Diagram”
From “Use Case-1” to “Package-1” :

· We expect that the Unicity-rule introduced with Hopex, will only allow 1 Described-Element.
· In practice we notice a different behaviour when performing this action in “Mega explorer” and “Mega Navigator”
· Explorer behaviour is OK and will replace “Use Case-1” with “Package-1” immediately.
· Navigator behaviour however leads to a lot of confusion, since it will not replace the “Described-Element”, but will allow two (“Use Case-1” AND “Package-1”).
On Dispatch, Mega will undo my change. 

This is illustrated with the example below


Other remark :
This issue only occurs when dragging a diagram to a Package.
I have not encountered this behaviour using other metaclasses.

In this case, we moved the diagram from “Use Case” to “Package”. 
When working in the other direction  : moving the diagram from “Package” to “Use Case”, the “Class Diagram” is moved properly.



ISSUE 1 : 
Most Users always model in the Navigator.
In the navigator,  moving Diagrams TO Packages will result in a unicity-rule violation, that will only be corrected AFTER dispatch.

ISSUE 2 : Migration from Mega2009 to Hopex
We also tested this in our migrated repositories (from Mega2009 to Hopex). 
On these repositories, the dispatch-process will not even correct the violation, thus allowing multiple “described elements” (and a unicity-rule break!)
I’ve already checked multiplicity and CardMax settings, and they are equal to Hopex-created environment/repository.

The issue seems to be an incorrect behaviour of the navigator. Can this be fixed? (by metamodel/metaviewport change)?
